Egg Delivery Procedures For Volunteers

1. Make out an itinerary for your trip.  Include school name, teacher name, phone numbers, time of delivery, directions to the school, and the needs of the teacher.  Include the fry release site if known.

2. Upon arrival at the school, stop first at the office to check in. Office staff will direct you to the appropriate classroom or provide a guide.

3. Introduce yourself. Before placing eggs in the aquarium you may walk around to each student’s desk and let them briefly look at the eggs out of the water.  

4. Place eggs in aquarium (in floating egg tray or on gravel) and answer questions the students may have, provide brief presentation if desired. Answer student questions as best you can. 

5. Give teachers the EFR receipt for eggs, Jen will have this document for you when you pick up the eggs. Please point out to the teacher that the TU’s (Temperature Units) are noted on this sheet.

6. Remind the teacher about their release site. Remind them to check out the site prior to release date and to contact the Eastern Oregon STEP Biologist (541-573-6582) or their local ODFW district office if there is a problem.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHOULD A RELEASE BE MADE AT ANY OTHER SITE WITHOUT PRIOR APPROVAL.
